A PROCLAMATION

By the Governor

WHEREAS, the President of the United States of America has directed by proclamation
that the flag of the United States shall be flown at half-staff on all public buildings and grounds
and other facilities both in the United States and abroad starting at midnight tonight through
Saturday, October 16, 2021, in honor of the National Peace Officers’ Memorial Service being held
in Washington, D.C. and to pay respect to law enforcement officers who died in the line of duty

and their families.

NOW, THEREFORE, I, JIM JUSTICE, by virtue of the authority vested in me as the
Governor of the State of West Virginia, and in keeping with the Presidential Proclamation issued
October 15, 2021, do hereby ORDER that all United States flags and West Virginia flags
displayed on all State-owned facilities throughout West Virginia shall be lowered to half-staff,

starting at midnight tonight through Saturday, October 16, 2021.
