Whereas, apprenticeship programs enhance economic vitality and lead to a stronger economic
environment by producing highly skilled and competitive workers and providing workers
with skills versatility and credentials recognized nationally and often globally; and

Whereas, the State of West Virginia recognizes the strength and leadership which results from the
many sponsors of apprenticeship programs; and

Whereas, apprenticeship sponsors offer solid educational opportunities through on-the-job learning
and related technical and theoretical instruction which serve to enhance the economic vitality
of our state by providing a well-educated highly skilled and certified workforce; and

Whereas, apprentices demonstrate diligence, perseverance, and a teamwork each day as they become
more knowledgeable capable and credentialed members of the workforce.

Now, Therefore, Be it Resolved that I, Jim Justice, Governor of the Great State of West Virginia, do
hereby proclaim November 14-20, 2022 as:

National Apprenticeship Week

in the Mountain State and encourage all citizens to join me in this observance.
