the Great State of West Virginia and the Adult Protective Services program are committed to
protecting and providing for the needs of West Virginia residents through prevention
assessments, investigation of reports, and arrangement of services; and

World Elder Abuse Awareness Day offers all West Virginians the opportunity to remember
victims of adult maltreatment and their families to promote the programs and organizations
that serve them, and to participate in community efforts to improve the safety and well-being
of all people through our great state.

Now, Therefore, Be it Resolved that I, Jim Justice, Governor of the Great State of West Virginia, do
hereby proclaim June 15, 2023 as:

West Virginia Elder Abuse Awareness Day

in the Mountain State and encourage all citizens to join me in this observance.
