Whereas, citizens of West Virginia have an opportunity to participate in events throughout our State
on Martin Luther King, Jr. Day to give back to our communities with service, engagement,
and remembrance in honor of Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr.

Now, Therefore, Be it Resolved that I, Jim Justice, Governor of the Great State of West Virginia, do
hereby proclaim January 15, 2024 as:

Martin Luther King, Jr. Ecumenical
Service Day

in the Mountain State and encourage all citizens to join me in paying tribute to the life and works of Dr.
Martin Luther King, Jr. through participation in community service projects on the Martin Luther King, Jr.
Day of Service and throughout the year.
