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Whereas,

social workers follow a Code of Ethics that calls on them to fight social injustice and respect
the dignity and worth of all people; and

social workers meet people where they are and help people and communities reach their full
potential: and

social workers work in all facets of our society, including schools, hospitals, community
organizations, the military, mental health centers, social service agencies, corporations, and
local, state, and federal government; and

social workers are on the frontlines in helping this nation solve pressing social problems,
including an increased demand for mental health services; an opioid addiction crisis; and
economic inequality; and

social workers are in high demand, with some states reporting shortages in social work
staffing and the Bureau of Labor Statistics predicting social work will be one of the fastest
growing professions in our nation during this decade; and

the 2024 Social Work Month theme, “Empowering Social Workers” embodies the need for
society to support Social Workers so they can continue to do the life-affirming work they do
and help address societal needs.

Now, Therefore, Be it Resolved that I, Jim Justice, Governor of the Great State of West Virginia, do
hereby proclaim March 2024 as:

Social Work Month

in the Mountain State and encourage all citizens to join me in this observance.
